create a recipe for disaster.  “They 

are the poor of the poor,” said Tom 

Leedom.   

In addition, many wells are 

contaminated from ancient mining 

operations. 

Wings of Faith has built churches, 

dug water wells, supplied food, 

blankets and teaching materials 

(though the US government gives 

teachers support). 

Wings of Faith operates globally, as 

well as through-out the United 

States.  Tom joined the organization 

as a volunteer pilot in 2007 and soon 

after was appointed to the Board.  

He was elected President in 2015.   

He is married to his wife of 48 years, 

Paula, and they have two children 

and 5 grandchildren.  He grew up in
